against legalization

90% of the thefts, forgeries, and identity theft crimes are drug related. Legalizing drugs would only increase these numbers.

Prescription drugs- a dozen measures that generally criminalize possession or abuse of prescription drugs and other controlled substances were adopted or addressed during the 2010 legislative session.

Everything from a prescription muscle relaxant to imitation street drugs came up for review.

In California, marijuana is the #1 cash crop worth billions each year, legalizing would put an end to tens of thousands of Marijuana arrests made each year in California.

The example often cited of medicalization is one in Zurich, Switzerland. There, heroin addicts are allowed to use the drug with a prescription. Smith says the program means addicts don't have to commit crimes to get their drugs, and treatment remains an option.

The idea of treating drug addiction as a medical problem enjoys wide support. And some people who work with addicts propose that we medicalize addictive drugs. Providing addicts with the drugs they crave, under a doctor's supervision, is a promising model that could take the profit out of the illegal drug trade.

to prevent people from “doctor shopping” to providing notification to a practitioner when a person age 12 or older is admitted to a hospital for poisoning by, or overdose of, a prescribed controlled substance that the practitioner may have prescribed to the person.
If possession is under 1 oz it is considered a class B misdemeanor, if there are over 100 lbs it is a second degree felony. The sale law states that if there is within 1000 ft. of school or sale to a minor the consequence is one degree more than provided except a first degree felony is five years mandatory jail.
Marijuana has medical benefits in relation to diseases like cancer, AIDS and glaucoma. It is especially helpful in the treatment of patients undergoing chemotherapy.
. Of all of the many states that contain strict laws dedicated to drugs, Utah is at the top. The possession and sale of illicit drugs like marijuana is a problem that Utah law enforcement has cracked down upon. Compared to laws of another state such as California which states that people can’t possess more than 28.5 grams of marijuana, the laws of possession and sale of marijuana in Utah are very strict.
